JESZENSZKY, Géza: Hungary and the Atlantic Ideals
To stand up jointly to aggression, to work closely with neighbors in defending common values and traditions is an old theme in the history of Hungary and Central Europe in general. Examples: fights against the Ottoman Empire and its version of Islamic fundamentalism, resisting the attempts of the Habsburg Empire to impose its autocratic model, as well as its language and religion, and staving off the repeated attempts by the various versions of the Russian Empire to bring its western neighborhood under its control. In all those struggles the natural allies were the Western European countries. Following the Soviet conquest of the Eastern half of Europe the only ray of hope was that NATO and its leading force, the United States, will be capable of thwarting further Communist expansion and will eventually help freedom to be restored all over Europe. The Fulbright exchanges contributed to the fall of the Berlin Wall and the Communist dominoes by opening up the closed societies, exposing them to Western thought.

MORSE, Donald: In the Beginning Was the Crown: A Brief History of

the Early Years of the Fulbright Program in Hungary
The Hungarian-American Fulbright Commission is something of an anomaly: it came into existence when the Hungarian Fulbright program was only about a decade old in a region where other programs were several decades older and far better established. Yet within only a few short years, this commission's importance and excellence became recognized when it was chosen to host the 50th Anniversary celebrations of the world-wide Fulbright program. Beginning with President Jimmy Carter's bold move to normalize relations between Hungary and the United States by returning Stephen's Crown, the Hungarian treasure that had been held for safe-keeping in Fort Knox ever since the end of World War II, this history will trace the establishment and continuance of the educational exchange between Hungary and the United States over the past twnety years.

KISS, Ádám: Higher Education in Hungary in the Third Millennium –

New Challenges, New Responses
1.
Education is a tool for both the development of the country and its citizens and for the management of problems that are ahead of us. The future of Hungary depends on today's education and mostly on higher education. But what should education, higher education in the future be like? How is it influenced by the changing requirements of the labor market, the innovations of technology and the "revolution" of the information technology? In the first part of my presentation I will make some basic questions clear concerning the future school with a special respect to distance-education, multimedia and life-long learning, as well as the economic and social aspects of education.

2.
Higher education at present is in a transformation period all over the world - and completely irrespective of cultural traditions the direction of transformation is the same. The main directions of transformation are the inter- and multidisciplinary challenges of science, integration and the creation of a higher education which is open to everybody. Naturally, the Hungarian higher education may not stand outside these either. We must also keep in mind that the openness of higher education, the great number of students does not mean a decline in quality. Therefore I will speak about the higher education policy of the present government and the development of the Hungarian higher education in the next part of the presentation. The principles of the higher education policy of the Ministry of Education are: efficiency, i. e. operation that takes the interests of the economy and the society into consideration, quality and creating opportunity - these are the topics of the second part.

3.
The reform of the institutional network, which is the basis and the tool of further development deserves an own paragraph. This reform ensures the formation of a modern higher education in Hungary.

4.
Quality assurance is a key issue of the higher education of the 21st century. In this paragraph I will deal with the system of quality assurance and the operation of the Hungarian Accreditation Committee.

5.
It is a command of our time to open higher education for the public. However, to be able to do so, we have to improve access to higher education and enhance chances. In this part I will show the measures that have been taken in order to create opportunity (Student Loan, Bursa Hungarica Local Government Grant) and the system of student benefits.

6.
The development of the Hungarian higher education is taking place in accordance with international processes. Out of these, it is Hungary's participation in the Bologna-process, which is of utmost importance. The main priorities of the Bologna Declaration are the following: to increase the mobility of instructors and students, and to introduce the credit system and the two-cycled training.
ABÁDI-NAGY, Zoltán: The Fulbright Experience and Post-1989

Hungarian Higher Education
The presentation will explore the connection between my 1987-1990 Fulbright experience and the role I was to play, immediately after my return to Hungary, at departmental, faculty, and university levels as well as in national committees in the transformation of Hungarian higher education in the course of the 1990s. I will briefly note some of the tremendous changes in the legal environment, in the socioeconomic milieu, and in education and research management itself that made higher education almost unmanageably tumultuous for a (crucial) decade. Then I will take stock of why an academic like myself had to be involved in those transformations; how general cultural immersion and broader higher education management experience in America prepared one for such an involvement; and what it means that, for me, the multiplying force and the diversifying effect of the Fulbright experience converged, to an unprecedented degree, in 1989 and its higher educational aftermath. My account aims at the universal, but is embedded in the personal since it rests on personal experience.

The Impact of the Fulbright Program on Hungary

BÁTONYI, Viola: Librarians and the Fulbright, the impact of the

programme on the profession
In 1974 special MLS fellowship was founded - called Gombocz Fellowship, to commemorate the memory of a famous Hungarian librarian of the National Library - at Kent State University (Ohio), School of Library and Information Science. By the end of the seventies this fellowship became part of the Fulbrigh 6th year post-graduate programme. Each year the Board of the Association of Hungarian Librarians selected and nominated an applicant for this speciale programme. In the early nineties a survey was carried out by questionnaire to investigate the opinion of the former fellows on how the studies affected their professional and career development. In this short presentation on the aniversary of the Fulbright in Hungary we would like to present the results of this unique programme, that is where the former students are now, what they have achieved so far, the impact of the Fulbright on the development of the professional education and the libraries in the country. A concise overview will be given on the contents of the former education, and the possible future through research programme.

BENZIGER, Karl P. and MAGYARICS, Tamás: Sustaining an

Educational Exchange: Teaching American Studies in the United States and Hungary
My two stays in Hungary as a Fulbright Teaching Scholar at Deak Ferenc Gimnazium, 1992-93 and Eotvos Lorand University, 1994-95 resulted in a series of multidisciplinary American Studies classroom projects involving the close collaboration of American and Hungarian scholars. The projects ranged from an examination of the history of the American Depression through music, film and literature at the higher education level to experiments utilizing interdisciplinary classroom strategies in bilingual secondary classrooms. The various projects were well received and resulted in a determination by the various scholars to continue working together. This was partly realized in 1998-99 through a collaboration of the Civic Education Project and the Fulbright Commission when several members of our consortium presented a series of workshops centered on American identity and music and the American antebellum period at the University of Szeged, Deak Ferenc Gimnazium, and the Rendezvenyhaz in Szeged.

Over the past two years we have centered our attention on the highly contested history of the Cold War period and the difficulty of translating the history of this period into useable materials and teaching strategies for both the higher level and secondary classroom. This has resulted in our current project entitled “The United States on the World Stage: Teaching Post World War II History in the Secondary Classroom.” In the previous year workshops and a colloquium centered on examining the convergence of American domestic and foreign policy in 1965 were presented in Hungary and the United States. In addition, we were able to conduct demonstration projects at both the college and high school levels in the Spring of 2001. The initial results of this project will be reported at the National OAH conference in Washington this April. The current grant involves the original principals of our first collaboration at Eotvos Lorand University, the former Salgo Chair of American Studies, Dr. Matthew Mancini (University of St. Louis), film-maker and director, Howard Dratch, and Dr. Tamás Magyarics, American Studies. Currently, the exchange centers its attention on a consortium of six public high schools in Rhode Island, and students from Rhode Island College and Eotvos Lorand University. Our immediate plans call for an intensification of the exchange and linking a high school(s) from St. Louis and Hungary with our consortium of scholars and high schools.

Important throughout the history of our collaboration has been the Hungarian-American Commission for Educational Exchange. The commission has provided transportation and logistical support for these projects that would have been otherwise impossible given the restraints of time and funds. This presentation proposes to provide a brief overview of our various projects, examples of curricular materials developed, and a discussion of how projects of this nature can be sustained over time.

BRUCE, Robert N. Jr.: Hungarian-American Technology Transfer
Discussion of technology transfer between the Budapest University of Technology and Economics, and Tulane University; in the areas of structural engineering and rehabilitation of the infrastructure.

CSÖRGŐ, Tamás: Scientific Cooperation between Hungary and the

U.S. in High Energy Physics
I plan to briefly summarize the scientific achievements of the collaboration between Columbia University, New York, New York, and the KFKI Research Institute for Particle and Nuclear Physics of the Hungarian Academy of Sciences, Budapest, Hungary, with special emphasis on the impact of the Fulbright program on the prosperity and institutionalization of this collaboration.

NEMESSÁLYI, Zsolt and NEMESSÁLYI, Ákos: Farm Business

Management
The story of this presentation began in 1991. That was the time when Zsolt Nemessályi worked as visiting Professor at Iowa State University. He has brought home the book: Farm Business Management, which, after translation and adaptation, was published by Mezőgazda Kiadó as the handbook of agricultural academic institutions, in 1992. Ákos Nemessályi participated in the translation too. After the plitical transition, during the transformation of agriculture, this book was an important one for education, research and practical work as well. After 10 years, as the family farming concept has become the mainstream of  agricultural politics, this handbook is most current again. In the meantime, the Hungarian editors of this handbook visited the U.S.A. several times. The presentation highlights the differences and similarities between American and Hungarian family farming.

ANDOR, László: Senator Fulbright and American Foreign Policy
Senator William Fulbright was a prominent politician of post-war America, representing the progressive and multilateralist tendencies of the New Deal tendency. As a young legislator, he was active in the creation of the United Nations system. In the 1960s, he was chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee, and engaged in a conflict with President Lyndon Johnson over the Vietnam war. In general, he opposed the United States resolving political problems by arms, and preferred co-operation with a variety of popular movements in the Third World. Progress, co-operation and peaceful co-existence were guiding principles for him, and his dispute with the President and other leading Democrats shows that principles were more important for him than partisanship. His views on world affairs and U.S. foreign policy were outlined in his book titled The Arrogance of Power. This volume is very helpful in the analysis of contemporary U.S. foreign policy too.

GLANT, Tibor: Commemorating of the return of the Holy Crown of

Hungary: the 1998 celebrations
1978: Carter, return; 1998: independent Hungary remembers; 1998: events in the U.S.: Congress, J.C. Presidential library; the new role of the Holy Crown in post-communist Hungary

FEIGON, Lee: Hungary for China
Visitors to Budapest stuff themselves with goulash, chicken paprikash and pastry, gaze out over the Danube, and admire the city’s gorgeous architecture.  Few think, “Gosh, this place reminds me of Beijing.” China is an Asian nation with a population of well over a billion people, most of whom eke out a living from an agricultural base less than half that of the United States. Hungary is a small European country with large, open plains, agricultural surpluses, and only ten million inhabitants, few of whom engage in farm work. Yet the Chinese eagerly study the “Hungarian model,” and scholars in the U.S. and China regularly publish books and articles comparing the two countries.

Having studied China for much of my life, I went to teach in Hungary for a few months in the spring of 1999.  The differences in my Fulbright experiences in the two countries and what that says about the development of the two countries is what I will concentrate on in the paper.

KRAFT, Wayne: Repaying the Wager: Interpreting Hungarian Village

Culture for Americans
In 1986-87, the Fulbright program gambled on the application of a German teacher who sought desperately to embark on the study of Hungarian regional ethnic dancing. That opportunity has determined my creative and academic work ever since. In dance performance and in teaching, I am deeply committed to interpreting Transylvanian Hungarian village culture for Americans. My presentation is intended as an unabashedly grateful testimonial to the transforming power of the Fulbright program.

WU, Angela: Moral and Political Education and Kodaly
Zoltan Kodály, Hungarian composer and pedagogue, advocated a systematic and personally enriching music education for every child in Hungary. During his lifetime persuading the country to join his vision, he created a complex philosophy that explained music’s influence upon the higher development of human nature.  Kodály believed that first and foremost children should learn to experience quality music as inherently valuable. He emphasized, however, that music was also valuable as the only means towards raising a child’s soul to a sound spiritual level.  Learning to appreciate and to create good music, according to Kodály, would help children to develop their sense of the noble and holy. Bad music, such as the popular music of the times, however, would weaken their moral senses, pulling them into disenchantment and socially destructive action. Many have recognized the importance that Kodály’s philosophy places upon music as a morally educative force. Few have studied how Kodály’s moral and spiritual ideas relate to his political ones. In this presentation, I hope to illuminate what Kodály’s conception of “good music,” “the soul,” “noble and holy,” and “spiritually sound” might mean in the context of his political perspective. I will explore his devotion to the Hungarian homeland, folk music, and musical mother tongue, his advocacy of political freedom and democracy, his concept of multiculturalism, and his ideas on the child’s development of identity in the context of the community. In the end, I would like to show that modern-day advocates of music education might benefit from understanding through Kodály’s philosophy how music can be both morally and politically instructive.

TÓTHNÉ MÁTYÁS, Erzsébet: Pages Torn Out Of A Teacher’s

Notebook
The talk is about some benefits of a one-year teaching experience in the U.S.A. It is structured to touch upon three levels: personal, educational and social. At the personal level it will be shown what survival techniques could be adopted to avoid some of the confidence-shaking effects of culture shock. At the educational level it will be discussed why and how we could raise students’ responsibility for their own academic achievement and encourage learning through experience. We will look into possible new ways to satisfy the demand for innovation in character and health education. Some thought-provoking examples will be presented to illustrate high level organization in American schools. At the social level some ideas will be described how a teacher with cross-cultural experience could contribute to an open, tolerant and environment-friendly society in present-day Hungary.

FRANCIS, David: Opportunities for the Fulbright at Second-Tier

Universities and Teacher Training Colleges: A Report from Miskolc
Drawing on both experiences as a Fulbrighter in Poland (1998) as well as Hungary (2002), I will present a case for conducting Fulbright lectureships in higher education institutions besides the first tier of research universities, such as second-tier universities and teacher training colleges. I would like to argue that these schools often need Fulbright expertise even more than first-tier universities because these students will become teachers themselves and benefit a great deal from exposure to American teaching styles. In Miskolc, for example, my students are all 2nd and 3rd year students in a 3 year program that is considered as a second-tier to places like Debrecen, Szeged, ELTE, and Pecs. In America, where higher education is divided between first-rank schools, second-rank schools, liberal arts colleges, and communty colleges, this model seems perfectly reasonable. Indeed, it strengthens higher education when there is a variety of schools available for a wide variety of students.

GÓTH, László: Training programs in Clinical Laboratory Science
In 1997 new trainig programs for clinical laboratory scientists/analysts were introduced in Hungary(Debrecen) with cooperation of Center for Biomedical Laboratory Science(CBLS, San Francisco State University, San Francisco, CA,U.S.A.). This cooperation was supported by grants from U.S.-Hungarian Fulbright Committee and Ministry of Education(Hungary). The four year college program awards bachelor's degree to the graduates. The prerequisite science courses are in the first two years including chemistry, biology, mathematics, statistics, informatics and English. The pre-clinical professional courses at the third year are clinical chemistry, clinical microbiology, histochemistry/cytology. Clinical studies and experiencies occur in the affiliated clinical teaching laboratories during the seventh semester.They are clinical chemistry, hematology, coagulation, immunoassays, blood banking, microbiology, histochemistry and cytology.The last semester is devoted to thesis work and final exam: written test, practical and oral exams and thesis defence. The graduates are eligible to perform clinical laboratory tests and report the results. The graduates' carriers may be in clinical laboratories, blood banking, in vitro diagnostic companies, and research at universities. In cooperation with CBLS and Fulbright Committee we should organize the Master degree program for the BS degree holder clinical laboratory analysts.

KÁRPÁTI, László: Effect of Fulbright Experiences on Education at

University of Debrecen
In the eighties Hungarian higher education did not use those principles (professional and administrative) that was characteristic at American universities. The Fulbright scholarship gave an opportunity to get acquanted with those ideas. Some of them have already been incorporated into the professional pattern of University of Debrecen, but still a good deal of them should be introduced. The paper gives an overview of the present situation and the immediate future.

SZŐNYI, György E.: How to study the English Renaissance in America
Getting acquainted with eminent research institutes concentrating on the English Renaissance during my Fulbright scholarship in 1986/87 greatly determined my academic career and theoretical thinking ever since. I'm going to talk about those experiences and those institutions (Folger Shakespeare Institute, etc.)

SZENDRŐDI, László: Environment: Challenges and Responses
Observations confirm that human accelerated Climate Change will certainly occur. Changes would be faster than it was expected, and serious consequences are predicted on sea level, terrestrial and marine ecosystems, water resources, infrastructures and human health, etc. Existing climate change mitigation strategies are not sufficient, and their implementation is not relevant to the time scale of the threats. New mitigation strategies should be developed, which are more sufficient, time consistent, feasible, sustainable and must be in harmony with nature. It is suggested to start Fulbright talking on climate change issues. Three Working Parties would be established, and main objectives would be (i) to draft new ideas, (ii) to criticize recent results of the related research and evaluate current methods, (iv) to communicate with each other, (iii) to set up new initiatives, and (v) deliver the new initiatives to the governmental and political platforms. Key words: climate change, global warming, research, mitigation strategies, carbon sequestration

SZŰCS, Péter: Global Optimization in Earth Science Applications
One of the major goals of earth science inversion is to find earth models that explain the field observations. Thus, the branch of mathematics known as optimiza tion has found significant use in many earth science applications (e.g. well logging interpretation, reservoir engineering, petroleum and groundwater prospecting, hydrogeology, etc.). Earth science inversion in this context involves finding an optimal value of a function of several variables. The function that we want to minimize is a misfit function that characterizes the differences between observed and synthetic data calculated by using an assumed earth model. We are very grateful to the Fulbright Program because a long lasting collaboration has been established between the University of Miskolc and the University of Oklahoma. Due to this cooperation, several scientific papers have been published. Another asset is that the obtained results and relations have been adopted extensively for the industrial practice in Hungary as well as in the U.S.

Using Digital Technologies in Teaching Environmental Sciences Across Oceans
Opportunities to share educational resources among environmental scientists around the world have never been easier and more effective.  With the aid of the Internet, digital cameras, and educational software, faculty can quickly provide colleagues around the world with the best of the instructional resources they use in their own courses. As part of the Fulbright program, a Hungarian scientist and two U.S. professors have developed mechanisms for sharing PowerPoint presentations, digital images, and multimedia course material that can be easily modified for use in their respective universities.  Faculty exchange between these universities provided these individuals with the opportunity to develop mutual respect for each others teaching and research expertise, to establish common goals of learning related to selected topics in the environmental sciences, and to develop protocols for developing and sharing instructional resources.

Digital images of environmental topics are regularly prepared on CD and shared. As PowerPoint presentations are developed they are placed on their courses’ respective web sites so that the faculty and their students can view them simultaneously.  Modification of the digital materials is easy and can be adapted to the language in which the course is being taught. In addition, the students gain intellectually from learning about environmental topics from the prospective of multiple cultures. Plans are being made to develop a course in which students from both universities can work on common projects and interact through the use of discussion software. The course will combine the use of Internet and CD delivery methods. Such collaboration stimulates each instructor to create better learning environments for their students and it provides a synergy that excites not only the faculty, but the students as well.

MÁTHÉ, Ákos: Ten Years' Experience with Fulbright
In 1996, when the Fulbright program celebrated its 50th anniversary, in Hungary it had a much shorter history to look upon. Hard to believe, it has been only for hardly more than two decades that the first Hungarian grantees embarked on their road to the U.S.A. to study and to build bridges of friendship between two countries of different political and economic systems. Frequently, they did not even know that they were holders of a Fulbright grant, one of the most precious and highly esteemed grants of the world.

Yet, nearly simultaneously with the political changes of the 1990ies, the Hungarian Fulbright Association was founded, on May 8, 1991. But how to develop the association numbering hardly more than 10 founding members into an attractive, well functioning association ? How to build a Fulbright “Family” that would efficiently foster understanding, friendship both within Hungary and abroad ? These and similar were and still are the questions to which no ready-made answers are available.

So, the years to follow have become, for many of us, the period of experimenting characterized by the search for the ways and means of efficient and successful activities: a period during which the number of members of the Hungarian Fulbright Association has become more than tenfold. It has become an organization that is hard to manage in the same way and with the same tools, as at the time of its foundation.

In the meantime, however the world has also seen some remarkable changes; among them the evolving of a special, new European dimension. The increasing activity of the numerous new national Fulbright Associations recently emerging in this region has brought about a special, new dimension in our activities including the desire to collaborate with each other. A dimension that is still likely to change and expand.

So, I find that Fulbright is not only an experience that can be limited to merely ten years. It is rather a continuous, never ending experience accompanied by ever emerging new and interesting challenges, the solution to which can enrich our life.

In our globalizing world many of the former barriers are much easier to overcome. My vision is to call upon the international Fulbright community to collaborate, unite its resources for good, beneficial goals and by exploiting the powers in global understanding put them into practice. I do hope that this experience will be a lasting one and will also be shared by the new Fulbrighter generations to come.

RINKE, Dolores G.: Proposed Efforts of the U.S. Fulbright Commission

Towards an International Fulbright Commission
The Fulbright Association in the United States is attempting to determine its role in the international arena.  To that end, members of the national board have established an ad-hoc committee to determine what actions should be taken and what role it should play in the international arena.

As a result of the first meeting, members decided that consideration should be given to the following.

· Promote exchanges, hosting, and professional efforts through networking.  This includes arranging meetings through local Fulbright organizations abroad so that visiting U.S. Congress people can meet with top government officials in those countries. Fulbright alumni abroad tend to hold important government positions in their countries, often much more often than alumni do in the United States.   Furthermore, it would be meaningful for U.S. Congress people to hear from non-U.S. Fulbright alumni about how the Fulbright grant deepened their appreciation of the United States and of the value of American democratic ideals.

· Encourage dialogues around contentious international issues, creating a behind-the-scenes "think tank" advisory role for Fulbright, along the lines of the Carter Center.

· Explore the possibility of "international linkage" and Fulbright as a world leader for peace

· Establish from the start that this is not an affiliation with a U.S. head, but a "World Fulbright Council" of equal and equally linked partners

· Create a list of Fulbright organizations worldwide and start with links on the www.fulbright.org site and include details such as: names of organization heads; phone and fax numbers; e-mail addresses and web site addresses; date and location of the annual meeting for each organization.

· Meet in person with Fulbright organizations in other countries, sending delegates to their national meetings and hosting delegates from international organizations here in the United States.

· Hold a worldwide conference.

· Write to every single Fulbright organization abroad, and ask each to send a delegate to our national fall conference in Washington, D.C. (Fulbright International Peace Prize)

· Announce the dates of the national fall conference in Washington, D.C. with at least six months' advance notice so that people can plan to attend.

· Discuss with Fulbright organizations abroad the feasibility of and interest in establishing a formal international linkage of Fulbright organizations.

At the June national board meeting, recommend that an American delegation be formed to go to Japan for celebration of the 50th Anniversary of the Fulbright Program in Japan in 2002. This delegation would be selected by the International Committee and certified by the national board of directors of the Fulbright Association.
LAMBETH, Edmund B.: A Remembrance of J. William Fulbright (1905-1995)
Few, if any, United States senators in the twentieth or any other century have had as much influence on American foreign policy as the late Senator J. William Fulbright of Arkansas.  His leadership as chair of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee from 1959 to 1974 gave to Congress and citizens of the United States the benefit of a liberally educated mind steeped in diplomatic history and public affairs.  He served in Congress, first in the House of Representatives, then the Senate, during the terms of seven presidents – from Franklin Delano Roosevelt to Gerald Ford. Most of them had the benefit of his counsel, both publicly and privately.  Students of the 1960s will recall him as the most significant and effective critic of American involvement in the Vietnam war. However, in the minds of Fulbright grantees, he will most likely be remembered  as the founder of the largest and most influential international education exchange in history.
ONULDURAN, Ersin: Cooperation Across the Aegean: A Bridge of

Friendship
For at least the last three decades Turkey and Greece, two NATO allies and neighbors, followed a policy of conflict and competition in most spheres of  their relationship. While both sides occasionally would comment on the many benefits cooperation would bring to both countries, political circumstances and short sighted calculations did not permit taking action on what was obviously the the right thing to do. In 1999 both countries were struck by a severe earthquake. This jolt brought about a grassroots movement of aiding each other and a spirit of cooperation. At the end of that year, President Clinton visited first Turkey and then Greece, and the U.S. State Department put into place an Aegean Initiative package which would, through the cooperative efforts of the Fulbright Commissions in the two countries, help academic exchanges and joint research programs contribute to the budding friendship between the two formerly bitter rivals. This is the story of how this program is working and the results so far achieved.

MELEGH, Attila: Twilight Zones, Discursive Frameworks for Cultural

Exchange
The paper on Twilight Zones focuses on the sociology of the role of the East/West dichotomy. It argues that first during the late 1970s and early 1980s there was a change in the East-West discourses from a Cold War model to a civilizational model. The Cold War model was a discourse of modernization framed as a competition between rivaling systems. The rivalry is mainly in quantitative aspects of progress. From the early 1980s a new self-conscious discourse replaced the previous one. This discourse was not new as this was basically the revitalization of the pre second war images and association fields of qualitative, regional differences. The novelty of this discourse is that it operates first historically after the cold war model and second in an era of globalization when there is a tendency toward deterritorialization. This leads to "floating" qualitative border and a fight for fixing it. The paper beside analyzing the discourses it also portrays how individuals crossing the East-West borders "weave" them

DIENES, István: Accounting Knowledge Stocks and Information

Flows

Citizens and leaders of information societies need clear macrostatistical information on production, consumption, distribution, accumulation of information and stocks of knowledge. A review of studies - published after de Sola Pool’s pioneering work aiming to understand phenomena and processes related to societal reproduction of „information”, as a commodity – will be given. Strength and weaknesses of various approaches will be assessed and standardisation of the statistical technology will be suggested and urged.

ROPP, Steve C.: The Fulbright Program's Role in the Generation of

New Knowledge in the Field of Comparative Regional Studies

This fifteen-minute presentation will be based on my personal experience concerning how the Fulbright Program in general and the Hungarian program in particular played an important role in the generation of new knowledge related to the comparative study of Europe and the Americas.

Prior to my Fulbright experience in Hungary in 1990, I had devoted my entire academic career to the study of Latin American politics.  By the time I visited Hungary, I had published a book on Panamanian politics and edited another on Central America.  Although both were well received by my colleagues, these studies were relatively narrow in scope - - limited as they were by my field work (exclusively taking place in Latin America), as well as by the limited range of theoretical frameworks then being applied to study of the region.

The six-week Fulbright in Hungary, opened my eyes to the possibilities of doing research that dealt comparatively with Europe and the Americas.  Because of the fact that these two regions have a relatively high level of political, economic, and social institutionalization, many useful comparisons can be made.  By 1995, I was collaborating very closely with a colleague who taught at the University of Konstanz in Germany on a book dealing comparatively with human rights issues. And in 2001, I spent some time as a visiting scholar at the European University Institute in Florence, Italy conducting research on how the European and American regional political communities are dealing with growing populist challenges.

In sum, I would like to show through the example of my own case how my Fulbright experience in Hungary was critical in broadening the base of my academic research.  Indeed, I have no doubt that the last ten years of my academic career would have been entirely different had I now been fortunate enough to visit Hungary in 1990 as a Fulbright Scholar.  I would also like to ask others if they have had similar experiences as well.

STRONG, John A. – SÉRTŐ-RADICS, István, – TÖRÖK, Zsuzsanna –
LENGYEL, Endre: Empowerment and Ethnic Relations: A Comparative Study of Hungarian Roma and African Americans in Selected Rural Communities

This paper will describe two related Fulbright research projects which focued on ethnic relations in rural villages the United States and Hungary. The first study was conducted in Uszka, a small village in eastern Hungary, where the Roma make up over 70% of the population. The two ethnic groups live together in relative harmony. The goal of the study was to determine what factors contributed to this. The conclusion was that the major factor was that the Roma were active participants in the political, economic and social life of the village. The second study is being done now by a Hungarian Fulbright scholar in two rural villages in Mississippi where the African Americans make up a large majority of the residents. A study of the relations between the races in these villages will be compared with the Uszka study.

ALFÖLDI, Zoltán: Challenges and Prospects for Plant Breeding – View

of a Fulbright Alumni
During the last century traditional plant breeding has brought about enormous increases in crop productivity. The challenge for agriculture in the 21st century is to achieve maximal and quality production in a sustainable way to ensure adequate nutrition for the increasing population. To achieve this objective, synthesis of several disciplines and coordinated use of classical and molecular breeding methods are required. Beside art and experience, Mendelian and population genetics and molecular techniques add to the precision of plant breeding worldwide. Much better understanding of the molecular and genetic bases of plant developmental processes, the discovery of agronomically important genes, and the elucidation of their regulatory mechanisms is needed in the future. Plant and non-plant sources of genes for improving agriculture is greatly enhanced by novel molecular techniques and placing much greater emphasis on collecting and preserving the genetic diversity in gene banks. Knowledge and experience gained during the Fulbright Scholarship was used in funding and running the Laboratory of Plant Breeding and Biotechnology at the University of Veszprém, Georgikon Faculty for Agriculture, Keszthely.

Sent Me Last Year Under That Name" Thomas Jefferson and Hungarian Wines
Thomas Jefferson (1743-1826), third president of the United States of America (1801-1809) was also the patron of American viticulture. He was also the admirer of good quality wines and purchased wines from several European countries, e.g. France, Spain, Portugal, Italy and Germany. But he also had Hungarian wines in the wine cellars of his beloved mansion Monticello. The first bottles of Hungarian wines were presented to him by the Danish minister at the end of 1803. The wines attracted him so heavily, that he made serious efforts to order additional quantity. As the president of the United States, he imported 288 bottles of different good quality Hungarian wines in 1804. Unfortunately, the available documentation is quite incomplete. As a consequence, it is not easy to identify correctly Jefferson's Hungarian wines. Undoubted, that he purchased several bottles of the most well-known Hungarian wine of the period, the so called "Tokaji aszu". But Jefferson found this wine too heavy and sweet and he preferred a dry wine from the northern part of Hungary (Upper-Hungaria)

NÁNAI, László: Ultrasort Laser Pulse Induced Changes in

Semiconductors
We present some theoretical considerations of the carrier dynamics leading to phase changes in semiconductors under circumstances of irradiance with high-fluence ultrashort ( fs ) laser pulses.The traditional dielectric responce function behaviour is treated for high irradiance level excitation taking into account ballistic and diffusive transport of carriers heat distribution in subsurface layer as a result of laser irradiation and the apearence of internal field due to difference of carrier mobilities is investigated. some mechanism of possible band gap collapse is emphasized also.

PINTZ, János: On the Linnik-Goldbach Problem
The Linnik-Goldbach problem refers to the theorem of Linnik according to which there exists a bounded number K with the property that every sufficiently large even number can be written as a sum of two primes and K powers of 2. We prove that K=10 is admissible.

RÉTI, György: My Fulbright's Memories
I graduated as a diplomat specialized to Italy. Besides in Rome, I performed diplomatic missions in Beijing, Saigon and in Tirana.

As a historian, I mainly dealt with the history and foreign affairs of Italy and Albania. So far, I have published eight books and more than two hundred publications. I did my PhD in 1985.

Between 1989-1990 I had the opportunity to spend ten months in the USA with Fulbright and IREX scholarships at the Brown, Columbia University and at the UCLA. I gave lectures on my main topics, I got to know America’s best experts on Italy and Albania, and I published about twenty articles on my impressions at the American Hungarian Word, a paper published in New York. I present some of these on my board, among which the most emusing is  perhaps the story of my “marriage” with a show girl at Las Vegas.

After my return from the States I served a four year diplomatic mission in Rome. Following that, I retired from the diplomatic work. Since then I published three books on the subject of the Hungarian-Italian relations, and the first history of Albania from a Hungarian author. I also present the front page of these books on my board. Among many other publications of mine, there is found my funny article explaining how I convinced the Pulitzer Prize winner American poet Mark Strand that “everybody is Hungarian.”

SZENTGYÖRGYI, Szilárd: A Typology of Voice and Voice Assimilation
The paper sums up those universal constraints of language that interact to select the optimal surface forms. This way we can claim that all languages are based on the very same principles, the only difference being in the ranking of the constraints.
T. LITOVKINA, Anna: A Good Pun is Hard to Find: Punning in Anti-

Proverbs
Proverbs have never been considered sacrosanct by the people. For centuries, they have provided a framework for endless transformation. Wolfgang Mieder has coined the term "Antisprichwort" (anti-proverb) for such deliberate proverb innovations. The present paper will examine only one popular technique of wordplay which employs punning to create humorous effects in anti-proverbs. All examples discussed here from British and American culture can be found in the books "Twisted Wisdom: modern Anti-proverbs" (Mieder and Tothne Litovkina 1999) and "A Proverb a Day Keeps Boredom Away" (T. Litovkina 2000). My work on the books was supported by a Fulbright grant which enabled me to conduct research at the University of California at Berkeley during the academic year of 1998/1999.
VARGA, Vera: From Leo Valentine Pantocsek to Tiffany - Hungarian-

American Connections in Glass Art
It deals with one of the most important questions of glass history: iridescence-lustre in the 19th century, the invention of Leo Valentine Pantocsek and the way how Louis Comfort Tiffany made use of it.

VARGHA, András – DELANEY, Harold D.: Developing New Statistical

Methods in Psychological Data Evaluations: the Fruits of an American-Hungarian Research Cooperation Due to the Fulbright Program
In our poster we would like to highlight the major steps of a fruitful American-Hungarian research cooperation due the Fulbright program. The related scientific topic belongs to psychological methodology and focuses on problems raised by the occurrence of non-normally distributed psychological variables. Our poster will illustrate some nice results of our ten year old collaboration, giving an answer among other to the following questions. Does dichotomization of continuous variables always reduce correlation? Are Student's t-tests really sensitive to the violations of their normality assumption? What is stochastic equality, an alternative to the equality of two means? If variable X dominates variable Y, and variable Y dominates variable Z, then will necessarily variable X dominate variable Z as well? If not, why?

VARRÓ, Gabriella: The Missing Piece in the Puzzle: Harvard's

Undisclosed Minstrel Documents
The paper reveals the findings of the research conducted at the Harvard Theatre Collection during my Fulbright scholarship in Boston between 1998 and 1999. Evidences gathered illustrate certain erroneous assertions in what we regard today as classic minstrel criticism, and emphasize the indispensability of empirical research to be used as a corrective.

WALTERS, Lynne M.: Hungarian Journalism Education In The

Emerging Years, 1989-1996
The paper was based on a survey conducted in 1994 of students in 10 journalism programs located throughout the country. The survey generated data about the students themselves, their professional experience and technological expertise, academic and career goals, perceived educational needs and the reasons for their interest in journalism as an intellectual pursuit. The study concluded that journalism students of the mid-1990s were not prepared to meet the needs of an emerging communications marketplace and the demands of civic responsibility required by journalists in a democracy. Specifically, students were not taking practical, skills-based journalism courses. Many of the programs in which the students were enrolled did not offer such courses. Even if hands-on courses were available, the students responding to the survey did not seem interested in taking them. Respondents expressed a preference for theory-based classes with a sociological, aesthetic or legal focus. As problematic was the lack of student interest and university courses in management, marketing, advertising and public relations courses. Given the promotional needs of the media in a market-driven economy,this could prove to be a serious handicap for Hungary's current and potential journalists.
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
